Not in any special order here are some things I’ve done with Girl Scouts that are fun.  Some are Halloween and some are just ‘fall/autumn’ games but might be something you could use, Have fun!
Pumpkin race

Can be played outside or inside. Since pumpkins are not perfectly round and refuse to roll in straight lines, you’ll need lots of room.

Need: 2 large pumpkins (smaller for inside)

           2 sturdy sticks. (dowels work well) 
Racers line up at start line, use the stick to roll pumpkin to finish line.  Can be played as a relay race too.

OR… try using pumpkin-like gourds and have the kids on hands and knees and roll them with their noses.

Cauldron bean bag toss:  

Plastic witch’s cauldron  (or large black planter)
black bean bags (add legs for spiders if you want) 
or orange bean bags for pumpkins. 

Toss bean bags into cauldron.

Spider

Take a red pony bead and draw on a face with a black marker.

Take 4 lengths of a black pipe cleaner & pull half-way through bead.

Bend pipe cleaners to form legs.

Can glue on pin back.

Popcorn hands

Supplies needed:

Disposable clear plastic gloves (not powdered)

Candy corn

Popcorn

Orange or black curling ribbon

Directions:
Put candy corns in each glove finger to represent fingernails.

Fill gloves with popcorn. --- Tie at wrist with ribbon.

Bloody hands beverage
Ingredients:

Red fruit punch

Surgical gloves

Lots of twist ties

Directions:

Fill gloves with fruit punch

Twist the wrist portion of glove. -- Wrap tightly with twist tie.

Freeze overnight. -- Look great floating in a punch bowl. 

We have done something similar to the Autopsy room on this site.

(in addition to what they list, we use piece of banana for tongue, rice for maggots, baby carrots for severed fingers, kernel corn for teeth, dried apricots for ears.)  Have wet wipes for sticky fingers afterwards.
